INSTRUCTIONS FOR UIC-29:  AUTHORIZATION FOR AFTER-HOURS RECEIPT OF E&P WASTE

In accordance with LAC 43:XIX.537.B., the Commissioner of Conservation may grant approval for after-hours receipt of exploration and production waste by a commercial facility or transfer station by truck when an emergency condition exists which may endanger public health or safety or the environment and to minimize the potential for the same. Generators are responsible for obtaining prior approval for after-hours disposal from the Office of Conservation. When such approval has been granted, the Office of Conservation shall notify the operator with an approved Form UIC-29.  The operator should communicate with the commercial facility or transfer station prior to disposal to ensure the facility is available after-hours.  
Requests for after-hours disposal are to be made by the generator by completion of the most recent version of Form UIC-29. The completed form is to be emailed to the Office of Conservation, Environmental Division at Environmental-Div@LA.GOV. The completed form may also be faxed to (225)242-3505.

Generators will be notified of the approval or denial of the request by email at the address provided by the generator in Item No. 8 on the form. Generator must have an approved UIC-29 in advance of any after-hours shipments. 

Questions regarding after-hours disposal requests may be directed to the Office of Conservation, Environmental Division at (225)342-8244.  In the case of an after-hour or weekend/holiday emergency, the operator may call the emergency 24 hour number (225)342-5515 and speak to Conservation staff about the need for verbal approval which will last only until the next open business day.  All verbal approvals must be followed up with submission of the Form UIC-29 to be completed and approved on the next open business day.  
Item 1.

Enter the name of the operator (generator of E&P Waste).

Item 2.

Enter the operator code (generator code) assigned to the company by the Office of Conservation.

Item 3.

Enter the complete mailing address (including the city, state, and zip code) of the operator.

Item 4.

Enter the name of the person to be contacted regarding this request.

Item 5.

Enter the telephone number, including area code, for the contact person.

Item 6.

Enter the fax number, including area code, to receive correspondence other than via email.

Item 7.

Enter the name and telephone number of the person to be contacted in the event of an emergency situation.

Item 8.

Enter the email address to receive permit correspondence. 

Item 9.
Enter the source of the waste. For waste generated at a well location, enter the well serial, well name, and well number. For waste generated at a location other than a well location (i.e. facility location), enter the facility name, any applicable facility codes (i.e. LUW Codes) assigned to the location by the Office of Conservation, and the physical address of the location (or Lat/Long).  Requests for a frac pad approval should be made on a separate form available from the Environmental Division.  
Item 10.
Enter the field name.

Item 11.
Enter the field code.

Item 12.
Enter the parish.

Item 13.
Identify the type of operation being conducted by the operator that is causing the waste to be generated.  Also provide the completion date of the well (or estimated completion date, if new drill), the type of waste being generated, the estimated volume of waste being generated, and current volume of any onsite storage capacity.  
Item 14.
Provide a brief explanation on the reason for the request, what steps have been or will be taken to address the need, and an estimated time frame for the request.  Conservation reserves the right to reevaluate the need for each request after a designated period of time.  
Item 15.
Enter the company name of the designated commercial facility or transfer station to which the waste is to be transported to.

Item 16.
Enter the location of the commercial facility or transfer station.

Item 17.
Enter the site code of the designated commercial facility or transfer station.

Print, sign and date the request prior to submitting for review and consideration.  

Approval of a Form UIC-29 is limited to the specific operation type, source, and facility. A separate request must be submitted for each disposal company designated to receive after-hour shipments of waste from the generator. If approved, the authorization is limited to the time period set by the Office of Conservation. A new request must be submitted to extend any approval beyond the time period set by the Office of Conservation.  Additional information may be requested from the generator when determining the need of any approval.
