Louisiana Fuel Team

 What is the Louisiana Fuel Team?

— The Louisiana Fuel Team was formed to minimize
disruptions to the Public Fuel Supply specifically during
times of emergency.

* Who are the members of the Louisiana Fuel Team?

— The Louisiana Fuel Team is comprised of volunteers
representatives from the public and private sector.

* What does the Louisiana Fuel Team do?

— Members of the Louisiana Fuel Team come together to
identify and resolve issues that may effect the Public Fuel
Supply as the need arises.
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Louisiana Fuel Team and Playbook

The Louisiana Fuel Team was developed under the Jindal administration in an effort to supplement the state's
emergency response to the public’s need for fuel during times of evacution and/or other emergencies. The group is
comprised of public and private sector volunteers working together to gain greater efficiency in making fuel avaialble
prior to, during, and after an emergency such as a hurricane.

The state Department of Natural Resources (DNR) serves as the lead agency to oversee the Fuel Team Playbook, while
the Department of Agriculture and Forestry (DAF) serves as the lead state agency for coordination and optimization of
the emergency fuel supply.

The Fuel Team Coordinator is the DNR Assistant Secretary of the Office of Coastal Management or another appointed
designee. The private sector Fuel Team members include representatives of the refinery and supplier sectors, supply
and terminal sector, retail fuel and tank truck carrier sectors.

The Louisiana Fuel Team Playbook supplements the State of Louisiana’s Emergency Operations Plan (Reference 1).

To view gasoline and diesel fueling stations in the state, see the database aimed at providing
current information on the availabilty of fuel from those businesses participating voluntarily in
the effort.

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Louisiana Fuel Team Activation

* WHAT DO | DO WHEN THE FUEL TEAM IS ACTIVATED?

Conduct a preliminary assessment of your constituents to
determine baseline information

Report issues and problems to the Fuel Team Coordinator as
soon as possible

Maintain visibility on your constituents throughout the event

Participate and be prepared to provide status updates and
feedback during the Fuel Team Conference Calls , emadils, etc.

Follow the procedures and protocols provided in your section of
the Louisiana Fuel Team Playbook

Report to the Emergency Operations Center (EOC) OR Business
Emergency Operations Center (LA BEOC), as needed
