
SPECIAL NOTICE


On Tuesday, September 10, 2013, the Office of Mineral Resources on behalf of the State Mineral and Energy Board advertised in the “The Notice of Publication” for receipt of sealed bids on or before noon on Tuesday, October 8, 2013 for State Leases to be awarded upon Tract Nos. 43497 through 43541, inclusive, at its October 9, 2013 Lease Sale.  Within the said advertisement were incorrect descriptions.  By Virtue of this public notice, Tract Nos. 43501, 43529, 43539 and 43540, Plaquemines Parish were incorrectly advertised and are hereby corrected as follows:

TRACT 43501 - Portion of Block 1, South Pass Area, Plaquemines Parish, Louisiana

The beds and bottoms of all water bodies belonging to the State of Louisiana located in Block 1, South Pass Area, together with any present lands formed by accretion to the shoreline or islands formed therein, located in Plaquemines Parish, Louisiana, owned by and not presently under mineral lease as of October 9, 2013, from the State of Louisiana, the geographical area of which is more fully described as follows: Beginning at the Northeast corner of Block 1, South Pass Area having Coordinates of X = 2,748,750.00 and Y = 214,972.00; thence South 7,853.33 feet along the East line of said Block 1 to a point on the Louisiana Coastline, as decreed by the Supreme Court of the United States, as determined by a Special Master appointed therein, in litigation styled United States v.
