4. To extend, except as in conflict herewith, the provisions of Office of Conservation Order No. 708-A-1,

effective February 3, 1977, as amended and supplemented, to the proposed additional units.
5. To consider such other matters as may be pertinent.
The Paluxy Sand, Reservoir B, in the Canadian Bayou Field, DeSoto Parish, Louisiana, was defined in Office

of Conservation Order No. 708-A-1, effective February 3, 1977.
