K AISER-FRANCIS OIL COMPANY ("Applicant") hereby respectfully applies for
a public hearing to consider evidence relative to the issuance of Orders pertaining to the following
matters relating to the Travis Peak Zone and to the Pettet Zone, in the Greenwood-Waskom Field,
Caddo Parish, Louisiana:

1. To further define or redefine the Travis Peak Zone, insofar and only insofar as to the
unit designated TP SU98, said unit being more particularly shown on an attached plat, as being that
gas and condensate bearing zone occurring between the depths of 5,970 feet and 6,340 feet, electric
log measurements, in the Kaiser-Francis Oil Company--Soniat No. 2 Well, located in Section 7.
Township 16 North, Range 16 West, Caddo Parish, Louisiana.

2. To further define or redefine the Pettet Zone, insofar and only insofar as to the unit
designated PET SUB, said unit being more particularly shown on an attached plat. as being that gas
and condensate bearing zone occurring between the depths of 5,680 feet and 5,970 feet, electric log
measurements, in the Kaiser-Francis Oil Company--Soniat No. 2 Well, located in Section 7,
Township 16 North, Range 16 West, Caddo Parish, Louisiana.

3. To authorize Applicant to designate and utilize its Soniat No. 2 Well, located as
shown on the attached plats, as an alternate unit well for PET SUB, and as the unit well for TP
SU98, in exception to the spacing provisions of Office of Conservation Order No. 270-1, effective
August 1, 1954,

4. To permit the operator of PET SUB to produce the unit allowable from either the unit
well, from the alternate unit well, or from a combination of such wells, at the option of the operator.
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5. To designate Applicant as operator of TP SU98 and to permit the operator of TP
SU98 and PET SUB to combine downhole production from the Travis Peak Zone with production
from the Pettet Zone in any well drilled on these units in which the ownership interests in these units
are identical.

6. To discuss such other matters as may be pertinent.

The Pettet Zone in the Greenwood-Waskom Field, Caddo Parish, Louisiana, was
defined in Office of Conservation Order No. 125-A, effective August 1, 1947.

The Travis Peak Zone in the Greenwood-Waskom Field, Caddo Parish, Louisiana,
was defined in Office of Conservation Order No. 125-A, effective August 1, 1947, and was redefined
and further defined in subsequent orders in the Office of Conservation Order No. 270 series of
Orders.

Any pertinent data concerning this application will be available for inspection at the
offices of Leon E. Comeaux & Associates, 305 LaRue France, Lafayette, Louisiana 70508. Any
person wishing to inspect any such data should call Mr. David Comeaux at (337) 233-9839 during
normal business hours in order to arrange a date and time for such inspection. A copy of any such
pertinent data which is not otherwise available from the records of the Louisiana Office of
Conservation can be obtained from Applicant at the expense of the requesting party.

By letter dated June 13, 2008, Applicant gave notice, in accordance with the Revised
Rules of Procedure, of its intention to apply for a public hearing concerning these proposals and a
pre-application conference with respect to Applicant’s proposals was thereafter held beginning at
10:00 o’clock a.m. on July 16, 2008, in Shreveport, Louisiana. Attached is a list of the names and
addresses of those persons present at the conference.

The purpose of the conference was explained as well as the bases for Applicant’s
proposals by sufficient data and detail for those present at the conference to have a reasonable
opportunity to discuss the proposals and attempt to resolve any differences in good faith. Following
this presentation there was a general question and answer period concerning the proposals of
Applicant. Thereafter the conference was adjourned with no counterplan having been presented.

Pursuant to the Revised Rules of Procedure, Applicant has made a reasonable effort
to obtain the names and addresses of all Interested Owners, Represented Parties and Interested
Parties to whom notice of this application is being sent and has attached hereto a list of the names
and addresses of such parties. A copy of each of the plats showing the umits affected by these
proposals (which are identical to the plats attached to the pre-application notice) is enclosed
herewith, and a copy of this letter and of each of the attached plats is being sent to the District
Manager of the Shreveport District of the Office of Conservation and to the Interested Owners,
Represented Parties and Interested Parties as shown on the attached list.
