2010/2011 Fiscal Year Legislative Indicator Report

Fourth Quarter Report

Attached are reports providing data for the Legislative Indicator Report for the fourth quarter of the 2010/2011 fiscal year.  These figures represent the data as updated through June 30, 2011.  Please note that the Office of Coastal Management (OCM) will continue to produce the reports using the queries written in SQL code to run on the Oracle database system in use by DNR.  These queries were provided as documentation in a prior report.  Both habitat units lost and habitat units gained are projected figures.
In response to the Legislative Auditors report of March 2004, the reports for permits handled by the Local Coastal Programs are also included in this report.
There were 1,679 applications received during the reporting period by the Office of Coastal Management.  Of these, 129 applications were determined to be of local concern and were transferred to the local coastal programs.
Those State concern projects in which impacts to wetland habitats were authorized are listed on the report entitled “Disturbed Wetland Acres for Permits Issued Between 7/1/2010 and 6/30/2011" and a similar report entitled “LCP Disturbed Wetland Acres for Permits Issued Between 7/1/2010 and 6/30/2011" is attached for those projects issued by the Local Programs during the report period.

For the State concern permits, the total projected Average Annual Habitat Units (AAHU) to be lost is 68.14 and the projected Average Annual Habitat Units to be gained through mitigation activities is 69.38.  These figures are based on figures listed from the report entitled “Mitigation Required for Permits impacting Wetlands Issued Between 7/01/2010 and 06/30/2011".  Note there are two projects for which the mitigation is not listed on the report.  Mitigation for these two projects is to be authorized under other pending permits as detailed on the attached sheet “Adjustments for Habitat Units Gained”.  The ratio of habitat units to be gained through mitigation to habitat units permitted to be lost to authorized projects is 69.38/68.14 or 102 percent.  There were 104.4 acres of wetlands saved during permit review.
For the permits issued by the local programs, there were no AAHU lost and 0.11 gained.  These figures are from the reports entitled “LCP Disturbed Wetland Acres for Permits Issued Between 7/1/2010 and 06/30/2011" and “Mitigation Required for LCP Permits impacting Wetlands Issued Between 7/01/2010 and 06/30/2011" respectively.  There were 0.05 acres of wetlands saved during review by the local programs.
The total AAHU gained to loss, adding the local and state together is 69.49/68.14 or 102%.
The average days of review for the period July 2010 through June 2011 are 22.3 days as documented in the SONRIS report attached entitled “Permit Issued Date Range - July 01, 2010 - June 30, 2011”.  For fiscal year 2009/2010, the average days of active review for coastal use permits was 26.6 days,  The percent reduction would be 22.3/26.6 days which yields a current processing time of 83.8% of last year’s, therefore the reduction is 100-83.8 or 16.2% reduction in processing time.  
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
