When a work permit is issued to sidetrack an existing well (LST) or to deepen an existing well (LDW) a report is required to be filed WEEKLY, by the operator, until the well is either Recompleted or Plugged and Abandoned, whichever comes first.  Show the present condition and all significant activities during the previous seven days.
